HISTORY

As this annual report is our first, it would beifig that we explain
how the Darien-Woodridge Fire District came to be.

The history of the Darien-Woodridge Fire Distristthe story of two
fire districts, the Downers Grove Estates Fire iistand the
Belmont Fire District. In 1988 they merged and leeaone
organization, the Darien-Woodridge Fire District.

The Downers Grove Estates Fire District was orgahin the late
1940's by a group of residents near Main St. andl 6. in

unincorporated Downers Grove. The homeowners estaol the

department and built a station at 1133 Adeliahla ¢arly 1960's, it
became obvious that there needed to be a morealigncated

station. Therefore, a fire station at 2425 75te&twas built and put
into service. The Adelia station was used until @9&hen it was
sold.

By the early 1970's the department hired its fulittime members.
For a number of years three men were on duty duhieglay. Paid-
on-call personnel manned the station at night amd the
weekends. By 1983, the full-time staff had goneat@4 on 48 off
schedule, supplemented at night and weekends by-opacall

perconne.

In 1987, the department went through two name absribhe first
lasted less than two months. In order to diffesdntihis department
from Downers Grove, the Downers Grove name was prdpand
the Estates Fire Protection District was born. Haveit became
clear that a new name reflecting the area of cgenaould be
better. Therefore, the name was changed to theeDaoodridge
Fire Protection District.

The Belmont Fire Protection District tends to pletathat of Downers Grove Estates. The people who
lived in the unincorporated areas west of DunharadRoorth of 63 Street were being provided fire
protection by the Downers Grove Fire Departmentigray as needed basis, until 1969 when Downers
Grove said they would not provide protection tottheea. The residents then started the Belmont Fire
District, with a station located at 5@nd Belmont.

In 1987, the Trustees of both Darien-Woodridge Balinont Fire Districts entered into discussionsuabo
merging the two departments into one, and the trestas taken to the voters in 1988. The voters
agreed and effective November 1988 the two depatsrigecame one organization, under the name of
the Darien-Woodridge Fire Protection District.

In 1990, station #3 was opened al'@hd Lemont Rd. This station was placed to coverstiuth end of
the district area to improve the response timéldcoutheast corner of the District.

In the 1990's it became clear that the station5it Street needed to be replaced. A new headquarters
station at 7550 Lyman was completed and openedténdummer of 1998, and the old station ofi 75
Street was sold and torn down for a shopping center

SUFD is an intergovernmental cooperative betweesm Erarien-Woodridge and
Pleasantview Fire Districts. This agency operatesamtenance shop and a regional
training academy. The “shops” handle all the repafrboth Districts fire vehicles. In
addition, other fire departments, school distripatk districts and villages use them
for vehicle repairs. The training academy scheduolash of the routine shift training
conducted by the Districts. In addition they tedsdsic and advanced firefighter
academies and many other State certified classéeefighters from throughout the
state. The income from these operations reducesot$ts the District would normally
have to expend for vehicle maintenance and training

DIVISION REPORTS

Building Maintenance — B/C Maggio

Steve Dire, Building Maintenance Technician, workith B/C Maggio to ensure the proper maintenance of
heating and cooling systems, troubleshoots elettrssues, mechanical issues and other repairg, aiee
assisted by on-duty crews.

The Darien-Woodridge Fire District was the recipieha grant from the lllinois Clean Energy Foundat
that assisted in the replacing of apparatus bayr flighting at Stations 2 and 3. The improvementha
lighting system is expected to reduce electric dst half. Lt. Karasek prepared the grant and was
instrumental in helping purchase these energy-gdights.

Emergency Medical Service — Lt Krakora

The ambulance billing ordinance was updated anavinebilling was done was changed to a flat feeetas
on level of care. This change resulted in fastgmmts from the insurance companies. As the work
involved in processing bills is lower, the collectifee was reduced by 3%, all of which resultethaneased
revenues. We now can transport patients to anaiieer hospital with the opening of Bolingbrook Haalpi
early last year. A grant of $2,500 was receivedfiinois Department of Public Health. This willav the
purchase of three laptop computers for the ambakfar reporting purposes and billing.

Fire Prevention — Director Morris

The goal of Fire Prevention is to prevent fires aedidents from happening, or if they should octar,
allow for the occupants to safely escape. Theresange key areas within fire prevention. The fisstode
enforcement. Fire inspectors make routine annugdations of all public buildings to see that they safe

for the general public and the employees. The Pnevention Bureau also reviews the plans of any new
public building or any building undergoing renowati to make certain it will be constructed accogdia

the fire codes. Our local municipalities have addpthe International Code Council’'s Building andeFi
Codes.

The Fire Prevention Bureau performed 1582 actwitlaring the year. There were 678 routine inspestio
by Fire Prevention, and 340 inspections conducteshiift personnel. As a part of various buildingjpcts
114 final inspections were conducted on fire alaystem, sprinkler systems, fire pumps, hood and duc
systems, and the like. There were 95 various @arews performed.

There are 1,063 occupancies on file, which requingpections by the Fire District or the Woodridge

With new construction at a minimum, the Bureaul stibrked on several bigger projects including the
retrofit sprinkler system to St John’s Church ors€aa new veterinary clinic on Cass, the Darierk Par

District, and additions to Lace school and Hollywdgoulevard Theatre.

Finally, our Fire District participated in a hisionational vote, passing a resolution to requine $prinklers

for single-family homes. This will become effectiue 2011 through the International Code Council's
Residential Building Code.

Public Education — Lt Tabisz

An important part of public safety is educationviarious fire and
life safety topics. The District's public educatimfficer makes
presentations in all school classrooms, coveringic® such as
calling 9-1-1, cooking safety, first aid, and CHResentations are
done on a request basis to other adult and chiklgnoups in the

community.

In the summer months, an on-duty fire engine antudamce are
sent to local block parties where the residents getnan up-close
look at our equipment, and have an opportunitystoany questions
about our organization.

There were 474 man-hours put in on public educaihvities in 2008. Of that, 196 hours were offydu
An estimated 7,800 people were contacted duringot&dentations in 19 different topic areas.

Some of the bigger or more popular events are awéyck parties and
parades, CPR classes, and our annual open houai #his year we
presented a seven-week CERT (Community Emergencgpdise
Team) class. CERT classes offer instruction to camty members on
how to sustain themselves and help others in neajwrgencies. Some
topics covered are first aid, use of fire extingeis, light search and
rescue and hazardous materials. This class ismisesén conjunction
with the Woodridge Police Department. CERT is oaet pf Citizen
Corps, which the District has been involved withffour years.

While not truly a “public education” event, this svéhe second year the District partnered with Waltv
and took many needy children from our district try iChristmas presents for their families. All levef the
organization participate in this event and finttuty rewarding.
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Portable Equipment — Lt Cooper

Quartermaster — B/C Worden

This division includes uniforms and bunker gear pltirpose is to implement the district’'s bunkergepair
and replacement program. In 2008, six sets of n@wkdr gear were purchased and placed in serviceay Ma
minor repairs are done to the bunker gear in-haeseng a great deal of money.

Radios — B/C Worden

This division handles the purchase, repair, upg@gdand any compliance issues relating to the sadio
mounted in the vehicles or the portable radiosi@dtoy personnel. Three new mobile radios wereaitest

in Engine 631 and the BC car, and four new portasétkos were purchased. All of the older crystat un
radios were taken out of service. Under an FCC mindwo new mobile radios were purchased to replac
older units.

Safety — B/C Worden

The Safety Committee is made of up full-time, garte, and administrative personnel. Its functiortas
review and recommend needed safety items, reviejgrrparchases as it relates to safety, and to sithe
accident review board. The District recently reediva grant to purchase safety-related items alublisng
through a list of items to purchase.

Self Contained Breathing Apparatus — B/C Maggio

This division consists of self-contained breathapparatus (SCBA) and the breathing air compre&smh
firefighter must ensure that his SCBA is in workiogler at all times. Included in the SCBA is a B.A.
device (Personal Alert Safety System) that sendswowaudible signal if a firefighter becomes incaaded
on the fire ground. These devices must be in optmeaking order for firefighter safety. The compses is
used to refill empty SCBA tanks. Each full tank laggroximately 20 minutes of working air. The bhiag
air compressor was completely overhauled in Novembe

Training — Lt Mahn

Due to the wide variety of incidents that the Dgstmay be called to, on-going training is cruciakgular
shift training is conducted each day. In additiomny individual attend outside classes lastinga@Q
hours for specialty training. In 2008, membersratesl over 7,500 hours of training on a wide varigty
topics. This includes routine in-house trainingnadl as outside classes. Each member completed d/er
hours of training on self-contained breathing appes, and participated in classroom and practessiens
for the annual drivers update. Two large-scale tdwens were conducted, with one being at niglsatiisfy
the rules of the lllinois Department of Labor. Rieal training was conducted with new ice rescuéghat
were purchased. As part of a federal requiremdnimembers are National Incident Management System
compliant. For more realistic training, and to reglthe chance of injuring our personnel, a rescunenay
was purchased.
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Vehicle Maintenance — B/C Foley

A new vehicle was purchased due to the promotica @éputy Chief. Older staff cars were sold towalfor
this purchase. Some of the major vehicle repainslgoted were replacing springs on two enginesaoam
shocks on one engine, and fixing a leaking watek tn an engine. All fire engines passed the anpuiadp
tests. We were again denied a federal grant taceghe aging 619.

During an ice storm in December, three vehiclas afi the road and were damaged while on an actiolen
an expressway ramp. One engine was out of semvice few weeks, until repairs could be made.

The Darien-Woodridge Fire District maintains a fle¢ 19 vehicles. They include 1 ladder truck, @ fi
engines, 1 rescue squad, 1 brush truck, 1 firestigagtion unit, 1 Battalion Chief Vehicle, 3 amdas, and
8 other support vehicles.

Each of the front line fire engines and ladder krearry advanced life support equipment. In a nmeddic
emergency this allows paramedics on these unibegin advanced life support care prior to the afrof
the ambulance.

Members on duty perform routine minor vehicle manance. Any major work requires the vehicle to be
taken to the “shops” where certified mechanics detepthe work.

Fire Investigation — B/C Worden

The Darien-Woodridge Fire District investigates falés in an effort to determine the origin, cauaad
circumstances of the fire. It is important to knewether the fire was caused by defective or hazerdo
materials or arson.

FF Isley was added to the team this year. Darielpdfidge team members were called out many times to
assist Division 10 with investigation8/C Worden continues to be one of the Team Les&derthe DuPage
County Fire Investigation Task Force. A vehiclee fseminar, with live burns, was conducted at Darien
Woodridge for Divison 10 team members. Membershif team include B/C Worden, B/C Maggio, B/C
Foley, Lt Karasek, Lt Porter, Lt Dale, FF/PM Gorsk{/PM Isley, and FF/PM Witt.

Hazardous Materials — B/C Maggio

The District is a member of the Division 10 West
Side Hazardous-Materials Team. B/C Maggio is
also the Division 10 West Side Coordinator. In
addition to handling hazardous materials incidents
within the District, the Darien-Woodridge team
stands ready to assist Division 10 member
departments when needed. The most significant
incident for 2008 was a gasoline tanker truck d¢ine
the entrance ramp from Lemont Road to I-55.

Over $13,500 was collected from a diesel spill -on |
55, and the gasoline tanker truck fire at Lemomt an
I-55. All team members participated in the required
training. Members of this team include BC Maggio,
Lt Mahn, Lt Cooper, and Lt Porter.

Technical Rescue Team — B/C Foley

In addition to fire and EMS calls, some Districtmizers are trained to respond to confined spaceigesc
high angle rescue, trench/excavation rescue, walated emergencies, and structural collapse emeieg
As all of the events require a great deal of margpuwhe District belongs to the Division 10 Teclahic
Rescue Team. All members must attend and passareglidation drills.

A major change in this division was a

switching from the Combined Area

Response Team to the Division 10
Technical Rescue Team, on December
31%. This change gives the District better
access to local resources in addition to
state-wide resources, and maintains the
costs involved with this team.
